You need to arrive in Santiago, 
Chile, on April 11, 2026, which means you would need to depart the U.S. on April 10, 2026. An arrival transfer will be 
included. Your first event will be a welcome dinner on April 11, so we recommend you land by 2 p.m. Your departure 

home from Santiago is on April 18, 2026, at a convenient time for your flight itinerary.
