We will start our Puglia discovery with a guided walking tour that includes Bari’s Old Town, Piazza del Ferrarese, Palazzo
dell’Acquedotto Pugliese, and Basilica di San Nicola. You'll have time to explore this seaside city skirting the Adriatic Sea that boasts
one of Italy’s longest waterfronts and an interesting maze of alleyways, courtyards, and historical palaces. This afternoon, we’ll visit a
winery for a tour and tasting; then, this evening, we will venture into the historic heart of ancient Bari, where the narrow streets are
still home to women creating pasta the traditional way. We'll step into a local restaurant and meet a local expert pasta-maker who will
teach us the secrets and techniques behind orecchiette pasta-making—we’ll learn how to knead the dough and create the perfect little
ear-shaped noodles. We will also enjoy a traditional southern Italian dinner, complete with cold and hot starters, your freshly made

pasta, and dessert!

We'll then continue along the Adriatic
Coast to the Ostuni area through Monopoli and Savelletri, en route to a traditional olive oil estate. There, we will enjoy a tour and
tasing at an ancient olive oil farm followed by a delicious dinner featuring authentic Pugliese cuisine. This evening, we’ll arrive at our

hotel in Lecce, where we will settle in for a two-night stay.

LECCE - EXCURSION TO GALLIPOLI
AND SANTA MARIA DI LEUCA

Today, we’ll travel to Gallipoli, an ancient Greek city built on an island in the Ionian Sea. Enjoy the charm of the Old Town with

its quaint ambience, winding streets, and inviting squares. During your guided visit, you will explore Frantoio Ipogeo, an ancient
underground olive press buried in the tufa rock: Between the 16th and 19th centuries, workers pressed Gallipoli’s olive oil and used it
to light the city’s oil lamps. We'll then continue to Santa Maria di Leuca, the southernmost tip of Apulia, to discover art nouveau villas
and iconic beach huts dating back to the early 20th century. We’ll conclude the day with a visit to a local winery for a tour and tasting,

followed by a dinner of local specialties before returning to Lecce for the evening.
